Dr. Craig McDonald, Chief of Orthopedic Surgery, has been performing the Oxford Knee replacement surgery for the last 24 months at the Angleton Danbury Medical Center campus (Angleton, Texas).  This cutting edge surgery is so specialized that certification and training is required by the FDA to perform the Oxford implant.  

Dr. Craig McDonald, a native of both Alvin and Brazoria County has been practicing in Angleton for more than 15 years.  Dr. McDonald is a graduate of the University of Texas Health and Science Center at Houston and specializes in hip and knee replacements as well as sports medicine.   

With this type of background it’s only logical that Dr. McDonald would embrace the cutting edge technology provided by the Oxford knee replacement system. 
A One of a Kind System...Unlike other implants, the Oxford® Partial knee is currently the only fully mobile weight bearing partial knee system available in the United States.

In patients with only limited knee arthritis, known as medial compartment arthritis, surgeons may elect to perform a partial knee replacement. Unlike a total knee replacement that removes all the knee joint surfaces, a partial knee replacement replaces only one side of the knee joint. 
Osteoarthritis (of the knee) usually occurs first in the medial (inside) portion of the joint. In knees that are otherwise healthy, a partial knee implant procedure can preserve the healthy bone, cartilage, and ligaments, potentially preventing or delaying the need for total knee replacement.

The cutting edge system is designed to repair only one side of the knee (the medial side), making the procedure less extensive than a total knee implant.   According to McDonald, “By retaining all of the undamaged parts, the joint may bend and function more naturally.” The free floating nature of the device potentially provides for a more natural feeling knee.

Osteoarthritis & Knee Replacement
Arthritis can affect every aspect of your life. In its early stages, it is common for people to ignore joint discomfort. As arthritis progresses, activities like walking, driving, and standing can become challenging and painful. 
Patients who suffer from joint pain or limited mobility should explore arthritis treatment options with your doctor to help get back to the business of daily living.

Some advantages of the Oxford® partial knee replacement are that it removes 75% less bone and cartilage, is less painful, enables a more rapid recovery, and provides more natural motion when compared to a total knee replacement.  
Dr. McDonald states that using the Oxford technology in the “younger” patient population, may even reduce the need for a total knee replacement as the patient ages.  Designed to last up to 15 years, the Oxford procedure is also easier to “revise” if in fact further replacement is needed.   
“Not every patient is a prime candidate for the partial knee replacement (Biomet) surgery, says McDonald, but the patients thus far have had results that mirror the clinically published results with outstanding results and recoveries.”  
Research has shown that partial knee replacements with moveable plastic bearings like the Oxford® Partial knee have low wear rates, potentially giving them even longer life expectancies.  Dr. McDonald also performs the state-of-the-art MRI guided Otis Knee replacement procedure customizing the partial knee replacement to each patient.
